DOMINANT LANGUAGE.

(A) ARMY SELECTED LANGUAGES FOR PAYMENT LIST “B” LISTED IN THE PAYMENT TABLE

DEFENSE LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY TEST (DLPT), DEFENSE LANGUAGE READING PROFICIENCY

TEST (DLRPT), AND/OR ORAL PROFICIENCY INTERVIEW (OPI?S) MAY NOT BE OFFERED FOR

EVERY LANGUAGE AND DIALECT ON THE LANGUAGE PAYMENT LISTS AND/OR DOD OTHER

APPROVED LANGUAGE LIST. IF NO TEST METHOD IS AVAILABLE, THE ARMY WILL NOT

AUTHORIZE FLPB IN THAT LANGUAGE.

(D) SOLDIERS CAN ONLY BE PAID FOR ONE DIALECT OF A LANGUAGE. FOR EXAMPLE, A

SOLDIER IS PROFICIENT IN BOTH CHINESE DIALECTS (MANDARIN AND CANTONESE), THE SOLDIER WILL ONLY BE PAID FOR ONE DIALECT.

(E) SOLDIERS WHO TEST AND QUALIFY FOR MULTIPLE LANGUAGES OF A COUNTRY, REGION OR

CONTINENT LISTED ON PAYMENT LIST “A” AND “B”, CAN BE PAID FOR ALL LANGUAGES

LISTED. FOR EXAMPLE, A SOLDIER WHO IS PROFICIENT IN HINDI AND PUNJABI MAY BE

PAID FOR BOTH LANGUAGES. THIS APPLIES TO THE FOLLOWING: LANGUAGES OF AFRICA, LANGUAGES OF INDIA, LANGUAGES OF INDONESIA, AND TURKIC LANGUAGES. THE MONTHLY AMOUNT FOR MULTIPLE LANGUAGES MAY NOT EXCEED $1000.
